Report on the 125th Lecture Series Commemorating the Silver Jubilee of Dr. 

Bhausaheb Deshmukh's Birth Anniversary

On the silver jubilee celebration of the 125th birth anniversary of Shikshan Maharshi 

Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh, a grand lecture was organized by Shri Shivaji Shikshan 

Sanstha in association with Shri Shivaji Science College, Congress Nagar, Nagpur, and 

Nutan Adarsh Arts, Commerce, and Smt. M. H. Wegad Science College, Umred. The 

inaugural lecture of the series took place at the auditorium of Shri Shivaji Science 

College on September 23, 2024. 

During the lecture, Shri Amitabh Pawde spoke about Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh’s 

contributions as a member of the Constituent Assembly of India. He highlighted how 

Dr. Deshmukh advocated for laws that would benefit farmers, agricultural labourers, 

and working-class citizens. Pawde noted that Dr. Deshmukh played a crucial role in 

ensuring that the five-year plans focused on agriculture, which helped raise India's 

economic growth rate to 3.5%. Dr. Deshmukh also introduced Japanese agricultural 

methods to boost rice production and worked extensively to strengthen India’s 

agricultural economy. 

Shri Pawde expressed sorrow over the current state of Indian agriculture, where, despite 

the country's agricultural foundation, farmers are facing severe challenges, leading to 

distressing incidents of suicide. He remarked, "Though farmers provide employment to 

60% of the population and feed 140 crore Indians, they are still in a vulnerable state." 

Pawde also underscored the importance of speaking out against societal injustices, 

emphasizing Dr. Deshmukh's message of leaving behind caste divisions and 

embracing a spirit of service. 

The event was presided over by Smt. Vijaya N. Jachak, Chairperson of the Ideal 

Education Society. She expressed gratitude to Shri Shivaji Shikshan Sanstha for giving 

the honour to the college to host the first lecture of this significant series. She also 

praised Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh for his tireless work in agriculture, education, and 

social welfare. 



In his address, Principal Dr. Mahendra Dhore acknowledged the far-reaching impact 

of Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh’s contributions across various fields and emphasized the 

Sanstha’s plan to spread his vision and ideology throughout Maharashtra via the 125-

lecture series. Principal Dr. Sushil Kunjalwar from Nutan Adarsh College also 

delivered remarks, calling Dr. Deshmukh a "multi-dimensional personality" whose 

contributions were immeasurable. 

The program was well-attended by faculty members, including Dr. Gajanan Jadhav, 

Dr. J.K. Keche, and Prof. R.N. Deshmukh, along with students and staff from both 

colleges. The event was smoothly conducted by Dr. Raut, and a vote of thanks was 

delivered by Principal Dr. Sushil Kunjalwar, who described Dr. Deshmukh as a 

"knowledge yogi" whose intellectual legacy continues to inspire. 

This lecture marks the beginning of a year-long series organized to celebrate the life and 

achievements of Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh, with future lectures planned at various 

institutions across Maharashtra.
