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On 11/10/2023, at 12:00 am a significant event was held at Science College, Congress 
Nagar, Nagpur, to honour the work and vision of Shikshan Maharishi and Krishi 
Ratna Dr. Bhausaheb Deshmukh, the founder of Shri Shivaji Shikshan Sanstha,
